Treaty on the Non-Proliferation of Nuclear Weapons (NPT), also known as the Treaty on the Prevention of Nuclear Proliferation or the Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty, was adopted by the United Kingdom, the Soviet Union, the United States and other 59 countries in 1968. In November 2003, Iran formally signed the Additional Protocol to the NPT. However, Iran has consistently claimed for the right to peaceful use of nuclear energy and has repeatedly conducted the uranium enrichment activities. In early January 2006, Iran announced the resumption of her nuclear fuel research which has been suspended for more than two years. The United States, Russia, China, Britain, France and Germany have submitted the Iranian nuclear issue to the Security Council twice. The Security Council also urged Iran to stop its nuclear activities, but Iran refused to comply. It was not until June 2015 that the six countries reached a nuclear agreement with Iran after nine years. The preliminary agreement includes that Iran should not engage in the uranium enrichment of more than 5% abundance, cease the construction of Arak heavy water reactor and accept more inspection.
